RENAISSANCE ELEMENTS IN THE POLITICAL

The article deals with historical personality of Richard II in
1389-1399. The key issue is Richards conception of authority. Author
focuses on the features of Renaissance humanism in Richard’s politi-
cal conception.

According to the author, the introduction to the Council of «new
peopley, the king's financial policy, representative practices and visu-
al manifestations of ideology indicate the presence of the Renaissance
elements of the Richard II's political concept.
